	SMIS Updates


The following list describes, at a high level, the changes that you will see when using Safety Management Information System (SMIS).

File workers’ compensation claims online – Authorized DOI employees, volunteers, firefighters, and others working at DOI facilities can use SMIS to electronically file a Notice of Traumatic Injury or Illness (other types of accident reports can also be entered).
Obtain OWCP claim numbers quickly and electronically – Workers’ compensation claims are sent electronically via electronic data information (EDI) packets to the Office of Workers’ Compensation Programs (OWCP).  Within 48 hours of receiving new claims, OWCP assigns each claim an “OWCP claim number” and emails it to the compensation coordinator responsible for the claim and the person filing the claim.
The Accident Reporting home page presents four buttons – Accident reporting is now divided into four “modules”: XE "Safety Management Information System (SMIS):Accident Reporting" 

 XE "Accident Reporting:Modules" 
· DOI Employees – DOI employees, proxies, or other authorized people use this module to create an Injury Report, or file a claim, when they injure themselves on the job or become ill because of their job or while visiting a DOI-managed site.

· Supervisors – DOI supervisors use this module to complete Injury Reports started by claimants OR create accident reports that do not involve DOI employee compensation claims but that involve property damage, motor vehicle accidents (MVAs), contractors, volunteers, or anyone else that is not able or authorized to complete an Injury Report using the DOI Employees module.  

· Safety Managers – Safety managers use this module to process, create, edit, review, or post accident reports.  Safety managers can also use this module to generate safety-related reports.
· Comp Coordinators – HR compensation coordinators use this module to process workers’ compensation claims or assist claimants to enter OWCP claims.

NEW!  Compensation Coordinator Functionality – The Comp Coordinators module is used by HR compensation managers, specialists, and coordinators to complete and process workers’ compensation claims.  It is a tool intended to help manage compensation claims and expedite the time it takes to receive OWCP claim numbers from the Office of Workers’ Compensation Programs (OWCP).  After pending claims are processed through the Comp Coordinators module, OWCP receives notice of the new worker’s compensation claim via EDI packets.  Within 48 hours of receiving new claims, OWCP assigns each claim an OWCP claim number and emails it to the respective compensation coordinator and the person filing the claim.

Safety Manager Changes
· You now access the Safety Managers module through the Safety Managers button on the Accident Reporting home page.
· Enhanced batch functionality has been added so that you can create more discrete groupings of organizations 
· You can now more quickly access accident reports to complete safety manager reviews.  As soon as an accident report is processed through the Comp Coordinators module, it becomes available in the Safety Manager module for review, final review, and posting to the SMIS database.
· You can no longer print a CA-1 or CA-2 from the Safety Managers module.
